Forest Health

Considerations: Insects, diseases, fire protection, environmental factors, animal damage potential.
Recommendations: What you propose to do (activities/treatments): planting, pruning, weed control, thinning, fertilizing.  Include plan to monitor for any health issues that have likelihood of occuring.
Timber and Wood Products

Considerations: species composition, age, size, quality, site class, competing vegetation, density/stocking, economic considerations, operability, sivicultural alternatives. (Note- timber cruising is not required for the plan.)
Recommendations: Any activities/treatments proposed to improve and maintain tiber production such as planting, thinning, pruning, fertilizing, species selection, harvest type and timing, developing for specialized market.
Soils and Slope Stability

Considerations: soil type, slope stability, erosion , productivity, compaction, displacement, and engineering considerations (road construction).
Recommendations: Seasonal operation, water barring trails and roads, adequate road and trail surfacing, appropriately engineered and located roads, identify and protect unstable slopes, avoid soil compaction by using low ground pressure equipment.
Water Quality, Riparian and Wetland Areas

Stream types, sedimentation potential, streambank stability, riparian conditions, water temperatue, floodplains, wetlands, domestic water supply, groundwater.
Recommendations: Riparian buffers, riparian area enhancement, protecting understory vegetation during harvest to prevent siltation, wetland protection, avoid compaction to maintain infiltration of surface water.
Fish and Wildlife Habitat Including Sensitive, Threatened and Endangered Species

Species use (by season), food, water, resting and hiding cover, thermal cover, nesting and rearing habitat, travel corridors, habitat on surrounding properties, any known listed species.
Recommendations:  Habitat protection and enhancement i.e. increase diversity of vegetative species, snag retention or creation, large woody debris retention,  increase structural diversity, install nest boxes, meet legal requirements for listed species...
Cultural and Historic Resources

Any registered cultural and/or historic resources as well as any of note.  This can include burial sites, old structures, original barns, root cellars, railroad grades trestles...
Recommendations: Legally required protection measures, measures you would like to enact to protect special features...
Aesthetics and Recreation

View seen by passing public, neighboring land uses, recreational opportunities, scenic view enhancement, trails present or desired, opportunities for cooperation with adjacent landowners...
Recommendations: Location of proposed trails, trail maintenance plans, any other enhancement activities...
Agro-forestry/Special Forest Products

This category is optional.  While not required, some landowners enjoy managing for floral greenery, native plants, mushrooms, herbs and other edibles...
Recommendations: Any managemnt activities you plan for non-timber fiorest products.
